What is FOG?

Å2-Types

ÅPolar- Animal and/or vegetable based oils and grease

ÅNon-Polar- Petroleum based oils and grease





Problems Caused by FOG

ωBack-Ups

ωOverflows

ω Odor

ω Rodents

ω Decreases pipe capacity 

ω Increases operating costs

ÅEducation ςEducate the community and restaurant 
management staff on best practices on grease 
handling procedures

ÅInspection ςRoutine inspection of grease traps and 
interceptors

ÅCleaning ςDirect removal of grease from the 
collection system(Problem lines)



What is a Grease Trap/Interceptor?

ÅAre designed to catch FOG before entering the 
wastewater system

ÅTraps  - Are usually found under or near the rinse 
sink

ÅInterceptors- Are usually large underground vaults 
found outdoors

Oil/Water Separator 

ÅStandard baffle oil/water  (O/W)separator are large-
capacity, underground cement vaults installed 
between a drain and the connecting sewer pipes. 
These vaults are designed with baffles to trap 
sediments and retain floating oils
